In the afternoon, an optional visit to the world-famous Hermitage Art Museum 
is offered. In the evening enjoy an optional Russian dinner at Restaurant Na 
Zdoroviye.

DAY 16 (FRIDAY): ST. PETERSBURG-MOSCOW 	
The early morning is reserved for an optional guided shopping tour to fashion 
and souvenir boutiques on the Nevsky Prospect. Around noon we go to the 
Moscow Railway Station and board the Sapsan high-speed train bound for 
Moscow. The train ride takes us through endless Russian landscapes along the 
River Volga. In the late afternoon we arrive to Moscow and check in at Hotel 
Holiday Inn Lesnaya**** or similar.

DAY 17 (SATURDAY): MOSCOW
